(Title) Poets Corner Talk Shop Gets Going

(Summary) The Poets Corner Residents’ Society saw the potential of transforming a derelict building into a community centre. To apply for funding they needed to get professional advice which they couldn’t afford.  Through ProHelp BCP put them together with DRP Architects and MacConvilles Surveyors, who assessed the building’s suitability and managed the conversion project.

(Narrative) Giles Ings from DRP Architects and Charles Haywood of MacConvilles surveyed the building and produced all the necessary plans and cost estimates for the conversion. DRP Architects also helped the society manage the transformation of the abandoned building into a community resource by adding a kiosk, cafe, toilets, meeting room and computer suite.
