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1. This programme is 4 days a week for 13 weeks. How much of a challenge will it be for you to complete it?

A: I can only do 3 days a week because I do a Horticulture course on Tuesdays and Thursdays.

2. When was the last time that you worked this hard?

A: 20 years ago! I had a drug problem and then I got sent to prison, it was a reality check for me and I haven't taken drugs since I was sent to prison. Now I am really looking forward to working.

3. Have you done physical work before?

A: I'm doing a horticulture course so there is quite a bit of physical work in that. I've also used power tools in the past. 

Whilst in prison I did work and training on fork lift trucks, strimming, and rotovators all at Level 2 City & Guilds.

4. What regular appointments do you have that will get in the way of your working week?

A: I study 2 days a week and sign on every other Monday at Edward Street.

5. When was the last time you were working?

A: In 1988 I was installing telephone exchanges for BT all over the south of England. I had studied City and Guilds in Electrical Servicing and done wiring and engineering work before.

6. If we found you a job starting in 4 weeks time how would you feel about starting so soon?

A: It would be very welcome as long as it fits in with my horticulture course.

7. What kind of work would you like to do?

A: I'm looking for any sort of paid work really. I wouldn't want to work in an office, I'd like to do something more practical, gardening work would be great.

8. What changes would it bring to you life to start working?

A: Working would help me get out of Glenwood Lodge although I should get rehoused soon anyhow due to me getting on well with my course. The other changes, it wouldn't make me much better off but it would be good to get work experience and references.

9: What has been your greatest success

Stopping taking drugs.

10: How do you handle criticism?

A: It's OK really, as long as it's fair.

11. Do you work well with others, or are you a loner?

A: I probably prefer to get on with my own tasks but understand that you have to work with others.

12: Read through the contract, can you agree to all the points contained in it? (he was given the agreement to read through at home and asked to bring it back on start date.
