1. He said that 4 days a week, for 13 weeks would be no problem. His last job was a work placement in Eastbourne with BHT, he worked 10 days and had to be there for 8.30 in the morning. His job involved creating and inputting information in to a data base.

2. He said he does not have any problems with physical work. He occasionally helps his brother with a furniture delivery business.

3. We discussed splitting his time between NCWRP head office and The Wood Store. He said he was happy to do this.

4. He said the last time he worked as many hours over such long period of time was 4 ½ years ago. Then he lost his house and his job at the same time, suffered depression and hasn't had a job since.

5. Malcolm said he is looking for paid work. He recently had an interview at the O2 store in George Street, Hove. He had 2 years out with depression and was on high dosage medication but his medication is very light now. He is looking for retail or office work. He would start a paid position at the drop of a hat.

6. He said working would bring him financial independence, although he would need to earn a good salary as his rent is £575 per month.

7. Malcolm said his skills include handling cash in shops, he currently works for the Red Cross doing that. He also emphasised his IT skills, he can set up databases, use excel and teaches others how to get online. He is also very interested in Health and Safety, having ran a Care Home he knows a lot of the regulations around H&S.

8. He is not very familiar with wood, and professed to not liking woodwork at school. However he said he is very willing to go out on the rounds and collect wood. He said he is very adaptable.

9. We suggested that he start the placement next Monday 24/11/08 which would complete on Friday 27/2/09 (13 weeks + a week off for Christmas). This is subject to agreement between NCWRP and BHWRP over work sharing.

10. He signs on every other Wednesday afternoon so he would need to be given time off to do that. He asked that we contact his job centre to tell them the details of when he will be working and what, if any payments he will receive.
