Further to your enquiry, I am writing to provide you with more details of Rainer’s past and current experience in the field of mentoring.  I have also enclosed some specific information about our BTEC Advanced Award in Mentoring in Context.

Rainer has been running mentoring projects in the field of education and training since the mid 1990’s.  More recently the organisation has initiated mentoring projects for young people leaving care and for young people who have been or risk being in trouble with the police.  We run a large number of mentoring projects around the UK, funded by a range of sources.

We are recognised as one of the leading organisations in the field for providing mentoring to young people and have worked at National and European level to share good practice.  We have been represented on Mentoring and Befriending Foundation sub groups, on government forums, and have provided consultancy to external organisations.  Our mentoring schemes have all achieved or are working towards the Approved Provider Status for mentoring and befriending programmes.

Rainer has also developed a training programme for mentors that will prepare potential mentors for the specific context within which they are supporting young people (i.e. education, criminal justice, looked after children etc).  The programme is nationally accredited by Edexcel and is called the BTEC Award in Mentoring in Context.  The spread of our accredited mentoring programmes extends to Liverpool, the Midlands and the South East.

The Volunteer Unit within Rainer is focused on resourcing mentoring projects both internally and externally with consultancy, good practice guidance and training resources.
