2. 
Minutes of last meeting 20th December and matters arising

The minutes were agreed to be accurate and all outstanding actions to be discussed today.  Updates on myhotel, ESF bidding and Skills for Jobs all feature on the agenda.

3. 
Hospitality Futures Charter - Publicity

An update was provided by Adam Bates.  There is no publicity angle through Visit Britain.  Adam has had a conversation with Julie Harrison from the press office at City Council who would be prepared to provide publicity for the Charter but needs a steer from this group.  The next publicity should involve myhotel.
Action: PS and AW to send the Charter to Oliver Green
Action: PS to speak to WE and MB about LEPs for the major hotels in  Brighton and Hove.
4. 
myhotel update – Wayne Edmunds
PS gave the following update on behalf of WE;  myhotels is progressing well, it is a pre employment training project based on the Jury’s Inn model which provides a bespoke four week training course.  There are two delivery partners CDG and Kennedy Scott who will deliver the majority of the training but may subcontract to Care Co-ops or Fairshare.  Kennedy Scott have started recruitment via Engage and JCP.  Looking for 12 / 14 individuals and would expect 10 to complete with a guaranteed interview.  Training is due to start in March.
Action: OG to send advert details to NH
The group felt that the four week bespoke training programme should include information on what could happen next if they did not get an interview and the link with their referral agency.  The referral agencies have taken responsibility to find the most appropriate candidates for the programme.

The Jury’s Inn experience tells us that even those that didn’t get a job interview can find employment in the industry though their transferable skills.

NN to meet with CDG on Wednesday to discuss possible funding from SOLD. Kat Karkeet has offered some potential collaboration and from this the group will be able to see the development between the SOLD project and Hospitality Futures.

Action: NN to feedback to PS and AW so that they can inform the group
CF and AB are involved in the Working Neigbourhoods Fund (WNF) on behalf of BHCC Council Committee decision expected this month after which the commissioning or bidding process will have be determined.

5. 
ESF Bidding
Following judging there will be moderation of decisions and public announcement of successes (subject to contract negotiations) will be made in March.  JCP tender competition is running approximately one month behind the LSC’s.

The relationship with the RES’s potential Sussex Coast Investment framework has raised further SEEDA discussions on this and will be part of a meeting on 19th February.

6.
Skills for Jobs
Skills for Jobs contract holders for Calendar year 2008 are City College and FE Sussex.  City College won theirs for ‘Constructing Futures’ for adults.  FE Sussex won a contract for the whole of Sussex with an average 40 places for each general FE College
It was noted that Dan Shelley (BHCC) and Valerie Koffman (LSC) had been working on a plan for use of outreach facilities in different parts of B&H.

AB stated that there will be another hotel adjacent to the station site.  No firm proposal had been submitted and therefore likely that nothing will happen before 2010.
The group recognised the relationship between WNF, ESF tenders and existing Learning and Skills and employment services.  WNF for B&H is expected to last two financial years.

Updates from each member
Charlie Turner – Care Co-ops
CT explained his Interreg 4A outline proposal involving Rouen Chamber of Commerce and partners in the UK.  The client group for this is people who need additional help to gain employment.

Care Co-ops are submitting a Leonardo bid.  Sectors covered are catering, horticulture and construction.  There is a link here with Constructing Futures.

Action: CT to send Constructing Futures information to CF

Naomi Nunan - CCBH
CB has offered financial support for Claire Mitchell until at least the end of March.  This will enable Claire to maintain her relationship with the hotels.  It is hoped that more funding will be made available from SEEDA to continue the work.

NN is meeting with Susanne from Visit Brighton to discuss Brighton Knowledge.  This may result in a stamp or a symbol for retailers and tourism businesses to represent the knowledge.
Oliver Green – Working Links
Reported that working links have been involved in a great deal of bid writing and partnership working and is involved in internal restructuring.  The bids include one for Brighton and Hove Connexions.

Adam Bates - BHCC
BHCC is developing a refreshed tourism strategy, it was noted that Hospitality Futures could provide this with ‘quick wins’.
