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Interreg VIP Proposal by Engage Employment Solutions Ltd
1. Vision

‘To improve employer participation in hospitality related training and assist in the development of meaningful training placements’.
2. Proposal
Nourish, Care Co-op Enterprises, approached Engage Employment Solutions Ltd (EES) to secure employer participation in the harmonisation of the National Proficiency Test Certificate and NVQ Level 2 in Hospitality and Catering. The purpose of this is to ensure that the course content exactly matches the Industry’s requirements and therefore is up to date.

3. Rationale
EES is a specialist employment broker with extensive experience of working directly with employers to determine their recruitment and training needs and promote diversity through the employment of disadvantaged people. EES has identified, through previous research (see Hospitality Futures Report December 2008), that the tourism sector is subject to very high staff churn rates and poor levels of customer service. 
EES has been working with the tourism sector since July 2007 and has been responsible for both the development of the Tourism Futures Charter and the creation of the Tourism Forum.

4. Delivery & Targets

This proposal is for a 3 year programme and EES has been targeted to deliver £58,000 of employer match funding.

EES will deliver this service through:

· Establishment of an employer led steering group of 4/5 employers to review and input into the content of both of these training courses.

· This Group will meet initially once a month for the first 12 months and then quarterly for Years 2 and 3 or as required
· Members will sign up to an agreement clearly outlining their commitment

· Consultation with the relevant employer members of the Tourism Futures Forum

· EES will create suitable documentation to capture the employer match funding

· Reporting back to VIP Partners in the relevant quarterly Transnational meetings

5. Time Frames
Due to delays in funds available to pay EES this element of the VIP Programme will not commence until 1st April 2009.
6. Payment Terms
The VIP Programme will pay EES €83,000
The budget for this service to be delivered from June 2008 until March 2009 has already been set by the funders, Brighton & Hove City Council and City College’s SOLD Project, at £20,000. 

This amount will buy EES’s time for a maximum of 4 days per month.

The total cost, including VAT, will be £23,500

Current Projects

10.1.1
The Engage Partnership – a highly innovative forum of over 26 employment support agencies. The members work together to increase the number of unemployed disadvantaged residents accessing sustainable employment through tailored training, mentoring, placement and employment initiatives. To compliment the outputs of each agency, the Engage Partnership has been directly responsible for generating over 250 vacancies. 

10.1.2 The Tourism Forum – a ‘one stop shop’ for employment, training and networking opportunities, which is open to all businesses in the tourism sector. Members include the top thirteen hotels in the City and local tourist attractions, such as Brighton Pier. All are signed up to the Tourism Charter, which is a formal commitment to employ local people currently disengaged from the labour market. Engage specialises in translating public sector speak for businesses to access the wide range of government-funded initiatives.  

10.1.3 The Brighton & Hove LEADER Group – Local Employers Acting on Diversity, Equality and Race. This is a new employer-led group set up to promote diversity in the City by developing best practice guidelines around staff recruitment and retention, training and development. The group hosts free events and workshops on all aspects of diversity for all businesses in the City. Any locally based business can sign up to LEADER Charter free of charge, which is a formal commitment to develop a more diverse workforce and employ from under-represented groups. This is a rapidly growing group of over twenty members and it is envisaged that the LEADER brand will be recognised as a diversity charter mark of distinction for all local employers. 

10.1.4 Local Employment Partnership (LEP) – Engage has been commissioned to develop the framework and deliver on Brighton & Hove City Council’s LEP, which is a formal commitment to link with Jobcentre Plus to recruit a more diverse workforce. Engage works closely with its partners and across all Council departments to develop a supported route for marginalised individuals to access employment. Engage puts in place a robust sustainable model that builds on good practice and addresses issues around recruitment. The model further develops a culture of support, training and personal development within the organisation and embeds government initiatives, such as Train to Gain.

10.1.5 Engage 50+ Project – this is currently at bid stage and has been developed in partnership with Engage Partnership members and organisations, such as Age Concern and Brighton and Hove City Council (Sheltered Housing). The overall aim is to assist local residents who are fifty years old and over into employment through developing a routeway model to provide advice, guidance, training and support into employment. Engage is leading on this bid due to its specialism in working with employers and the team’s inside knowledge of sheltered housing.
