	Practice talking through your CV out loud a few times. 
This will help you to talk with confidence about yourself in the interview, which is why it is important to talk out loud rather than read. 
Still aloud; give about 4 times more detail than is on your CV
You need to provide more detail in an interview than is on your CV. Consider practising:

Talking about any gaps in employment 

Previous jobs:
What did the company do 

                          What was the purpose of your job?

                          What did you do on a normal busy day?

                          Did you make a positive difference?
                          What skills did you learn? 

                          What achievements did you make?  

Prepare at least 3 stories that show you have qualities the employer is looking for: ones employer’s value are:


Team work 


Communication 


Initiative 


Organisation 


Problem solving 


Your stories don’t need to be work related.

Prepare & learn a paragraph on yourself that covers the following points:

Number of years of relevant experience

What you are good at 

Reason why you want the job  

This is needed for common questions such as ‘tell me about yourself’ or ‘why should we give you the job’ or why do you want to work here’ and so on. 

Practice responding to some typical interview questions.

This will highlight any areas you need additional preparation on in addition to giving you the chance to practice applying your material to questions.
