Located in the grounds of Falmer School, the Bridge aims to provide an oasis for members of our community.  Residents can grow at their own pace and use the centre as a social outlet or a spring board into further education.  Pro-active residents are encouraged to put their ideas into practice or to join one of the extensive learning opportunities available in our warm and friendly atmosphere.
Our courses

We provide approximately 60 courses per week, ranging from accountancy training to pottery and belly dancing, we pride ourselves
on offering a safe and secure learning environment.  To ensure this, we have
specialised learning support workers based within the centre at all times to encourage all walks of life, however reluctant, to use the
centre with confidence (The Gateway to Learning team).  If the users are unable to come to the centre, we also offer an outreach service where a support worker will visit learners within their own homes.
Community Partnership
In the past year we have been strengthening links with Falmer High school to successfully bring the youth and adult learning communities 
together. One example of this is MAC’s Place which is based in The Bridge.  Three afternoons a week, we offer a locally based health service to young people.  This includes counselling, housing advice, pregnancy testing, 
sexual health clinic and an informal drop in, run by qualified youth workers.   We also run a range of after school clubs.  This ensures the young people feel comfortable in the Bridge and will hopefully, use us in the future.
